Louisiana State Exam for DVM and Veterinary Technician Licensure Candidates:

e The LBVM will provide a list of incoming candidates who are approved to sit for the state exam to
the AAVSB every Tuesday.

e Alist of eligible candidates will be uploaded to CMS within 48 hours.

e You will receive an email from the AAVSB with a link to pay for the exam. The exam fee of $50 by
credit card. All major credit cards are accepted.

e The exam link will be provided on your emailed payment receipt.

e Once you have received your exam link, you will create a login with CMS to take the exam. You must
use the name and email address provided by the state when creating this login. Please email
spa@aavsb.org if you have any questions.

e The exam is open book and consists of twenty-six (26) multiple choice and true/false questions. You
can download the study guide by www.Isbvm.org/wp-content/uploads/DVM-SBE-Study-Guide.pdf.
You should also read through the LA Veterinary Practice Act available atwww.Isbvm.org/practice-
act.

e You will be provided a Pass or Fail at the end of the exam.

e CMS will provide your score to the AAVSB every Monday. Then the AAVSB will send scores directly
to the LBVM.

e You should continue to log into the LBVM Application Portal at www.lsbvm.org/applicationportal to
check the status of your application and checklist of material.

e Should you fail the state jurisprudence exam and need to retake it, you will need to pay the $200
LBVM State Board Exam Fee again as well as the $50 third party vendor fee. Contact the LBVM at
admin@Isbvm.org for more details on retaking the state jurisprudence exam.
